I truly hope that this report is going to be a great 
help to both you and your blog.

You can have 10 blogs, maybe even 20 blogs, it is so easy to get your blogs up 
and live nowadays. However, if all of your blogs are not bringing you any 
results that you want, all of them are nothing but a waste of your precious time. 
That is why this report is for, to help you avoid all the killer mistakes that 
bloggers often made, and never actually realize that they are doing these killer
mistakes!

Just imagine that you start creating a blog today, you use free blogging 
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software like Blogger to create your blog. After 3 months, you realized that you 
need to have your own domain and hosting, and then you purchase your own 
domain and hosting for your blog straight away. This means that all the links 
pointing to your old blog address are wasted; you waste your 3 months effort 
asking for link exchange. 

Next, 3 months after you’ve purchased your own domain and hosting, you 
found out that you did not do any on-page optimization. So you start to do 
on-page optimization for every of your posts. Another 3 months gone, and you 
are 6 months behind every other bloggers. 

After that, you find yourself tired of blogging of the same topic for half years, 
you found out that you started to lose concentration and you don’t know what 
to post anymore. Furthermore, you did not earn any money from your blog, 
and it seems that blogging is not an easy task for you. You start to feel that 
your blog topics actually did not really suites you, so you decide to change 
your blogging topics; you decide to start another new blog.

There you go, another few months gone, and all of your effort are wasted. I 
believe that you don’t want this to happen to you right? That is why you have to 
learn from other people’s killing mistakes, and never repeat them in your life. 
This is the smart way of achieving success in your life; learn from someone 
who has been to the place before.

By doing so, you can save your time struggling for solutions that others already 
been through. Once you know what is the number one killing mistakes in 
blogging, and if you are not doing them in your blogs, you will realize that 
actually you can earn more money from your blog in a faster way, and this will 
also save you time because you are not going to repeat those mistakes.

Now, you’ve learned the most important lesson today, that is, not to repeat the 
killing mistakes that other people are doing, and by avoiding doing the 
mistakes that others are doing, you can achieve your goals much faster. 

Let us get started to learn all the killing mistakes that often made by other 
bloggers. Once you’ve learned about them, do not REPEAT them in your blog.
There are so many blogs out there, meaning that the competition that you are 
facing is much higher each and everyday. You cannot simply setting up a blog, 
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post something, and put in Google Adsense or some affiliate links, then sit and 
wait for checks to come. To earn money from your blog is not that easy 
anymore.

Everyone knows how to set up a blog and almost everyone are trying to make 
a living from their blogs, which is why the competition is tough. If you want to 
win the competition, you will have to do something, and make your blog stand 
out in front of all others.

It may sound hard to earn money from your blog, but if you know the strategy, 
you know how it works, and then it will be easy for you. So, what you can do to 
make your blog stand out in front of others is this, you can start by avoiding all 
the killing mistakes which others are making. By doing so, your blog will earn 
70% score of winning the competition.

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Killer Mistake #1 – Not Blogging about What You Love

Trust me; most of the bloggers out there fail because they give up, why did 
they give up? It is because they did not blog for the topics that they love to talk 
about! You need to understand this point carefully, to build a blog and to earn 
money from it is exactly like nurturing a real-estate, it will appreciate over time. 
To earn money online from your blog is not something that is going to happen 
in just a few days, it is something about months and years.

That is why before you start a blog, you must make sure that it is a topic that
you like to talk about, and it must be a topic that you can talk about for at least 
5 years. Ask yourself this question before you start blogging, “Will I continue to 
stay in this niche topic if I know that I will be in this niche topic for 5 years?” If 
your answer is a NO, then I strongly recommend you to re-consider your 
blogging topics. You have to choose a blogging topic that you can talk about 
even after 5 years you are in it.

Just imagine this, if you don’t like the 
topic that you blog about, do you 
really think that you will stay long 
enough with it? It is impossible; you 
know the answer very well. Just like 
looking for a girlfriend, you will invite 
someone that you like to go for a 
movie with you, if you don’t have any 
interest with that person, do you think 

that you will go out with him or her, and stick with him or her for quite some 
time? It is the same here in blogging. If you don’t like what you are doing, it will 
be impossible that you will do it for a long time. You are going to give up even 
before you make your first $100. 

That is why people often say that, ‘follow your interest and money will follow’. 
Well, there is at least some truth in this statement. Look at Bill Gates, look at 
Warren Buffet, the two richest men in the world, did they like what they are 
doing? You bet, Bill Gates likes to play with software, and Warren Buffet’s 
interest is in the stock market. And this is why they can achieve such a huge 
success in their life. Now, if they can do this, so can you!

So this is it, if you want to earn money online with your blog, then you have to 
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choose a blog topic that you have interested in. Every successful people know 
this, if you don’t have interested in your business, it will be impossible for you 
to achieve more. You need to make sure that you work for your blog is 
because you like what you are talking about, you love to tell people about your 
topics, it is not because of the money. You must not pay attention into earning 
money from your blog, money is just a result, the by-product of your hard work.

I know that everyone wants to earn money, but you need to understand this, it 
is your interest plus your hard work that is going to lead you to your wealth. So 
there are two questions you can ask yourself, are you willing to keep on 
providing great content even if you are not making any money from it? And will 
you keep on providing great information for your readers if you’ve made a lot of 
money from your blog? You know the answer in your heart. So just do what 
you love, and money will follow.

Killer Mistake #2 – The Power of Focus

This is another killing mistake that most bloggers will do. You know, blogging is 
easy; in fact, it is so easy for you to come up with a post, just write something 
and with one click, you will come out with a new page. Due to the easiness, 
many bloggers will find that it is hard to focus in their niche or in their blog 
topics.

Just like if you are blogging about golf shoes, do you think that you can blog for 
this topic for 5 years? Maybe you will think “God, I’m going to talk about golf 
shoes for 5 years?!” Actually, there are a lot of things that you can talk about 
even if it is a very niche topic, all you need is just be focused. Don’t blog out of 
topic, stay on the course, and you will eventually win the race.

Looking for your niche information to post about is another challenging task; 
the main point here is most bloggers did not actually focus in their niche topic. 
They thought that they are already in a niche topic, but in fact, what they blog 
about is still a very large market, and it can be further narrow down.

Now, it is fine that if you post about other related topics, but be sure that you 
always stick to your main topics. If you are focusing in your niche topic, 
sometimes you will out of topics, and don’t know what to write. Here are some 
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solutions for this problem; you can find other related blogs or websites for 
information. Like, you can search for your information to write about in 
Technorati, Google News, Yahoo! News, Blog Pulse and many more. 
Nowadays, you can even find some of your content from YouTube as well.

Another big mistake about focusing is this; 
many bloggers did not focus in their blogging 
task. Take driving traffic as example, there are 
basically many methods to drive traffic to your 
blog, you can use social networking sites like 
StumbleUpon, BlogCatalog, you can also drive 
traffic from forum marketing, article marketing, 
paid advertising and more. So do you think that 
you should choose only one or maybe two 
methods and focus in building traffic with it, or 

do you think that you should go for every method?

This is it, you have to be focused, if you want to drive traffic to your blog, there 
are many ways, you have to decide which one are your favorite, and your main 
traffic generating tool. If you choose to go for article marketing, then go all out 
for it; don’t put too much effort in other method first until after you have 
successfully driving massive traffic from it. This is how exactly focusing is all 
about.

The same goes to monetizing your blog. If you want to earn money by 
promoting affiliate products, then concentrate in affiliate programs; don’t go for 
pay-per-click advertising like Adsense and others. The only reason Michael 
Jordan is pro in basketball is because he put all his focus in it. The same goes 
to Donald Trump; he focuses 100 percent in real-estate. It is the same for you, 
focus 100 percent in one task, before you move to the others, and you can be 
the pro that everyone wishes for.

Killer Mistake #3 – Did Not Put Effort in SEO

Yes, many bloggers think that SEO is not an easy task, if you want your blog to 
rank in the top 10 spot in search engine; you are going to require a lot of hard 
work and time. Well, it may be true that SEO is not something you can achieve 
fast, but it is easy if you know how it works. However, it may still require time 
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for you to make your blog in the top spot in search engine. SEO is not 
something you can achieve fast, it takes time.

Since you are going to blog for quite some time, then you have to do SEO in 
the same time. What you need to do in your posts is that you need to focus in 
your keywords. Try to insert some of your keywords into your posts. Don’t get 
me wrong here, I’m not asking you to come up with a post full of your keywords. 
What I mean here is try to insert some of your keywords into your post, make 
sure that readers can read it smooth, you are writing for people, not for 
computers.

Another thing you must do in your posts is this, you have to insert a link that 
links back to your home page. These two things are very important for on-page 
optimization, and these two things are easy to do, just remember it, and always 
do it during your post. These two tasks are going to help you in ranking your 
blog in search engine.

Like I said before, SEO is not 
something that you can achieve in 
a short time; you have to spend 
your time and effort to it. That is 
why you have to do SEO together 
when you blog, since it is going to 
take time, then do it slowly, from 
now on.

Besides on-page optimization, 
there is another factor that affects 
your blog ranking greatly; it is the 
off-page optimization. Off-page 
optimization are the number of 

links that pointing to your blog. The more links pointing to your blog from other 
websites, the higher you are going to rank in search engine. There are a lot of 
ways you can get links to your blog, you can submit articles to article 
directories, ask for link exchange, do review exchange, etc.

The main point here is to keep on doing all these to increase the number of 
links to your blog. Many people find this mundane and tedious, and they give 
up doing this. This is the main thing that makes SEO tough in the eyes of so 
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many people. Actually, it is not hard to do it, just that it requires constant effort.

Always remember this, you have to do SEO for your blog from the moment you 
start your blog, if you did not do it, it will be a waste, you will waste all of your 
time for building your blog but did not actually optimize it towards search 
engine.

Killer Mistake #4 – List Building is a Must

If you read up until here, great, it means that you have the strong desire to 
improve your blog. One of the biggest mistakes that most bloggers do is this; 
they did not include an email capture opt-in box in their blog. Did you know that 
the most leveraging tools that you can use to earn money online is email 
marketing? Almost, maybe even every single internet marketing gurus are 
using an email list to promote what they are selling.

It is fine if you don’t have your own product to sell right now, but still you have 
to build your email list from your blog. I know that you can have your readers 
subscribe to your blog post with FeedBurner, but this is not the same as 
building an email list. An email list enable you to send follow up emails for your 
subscribers, meaning that you can educate your subscribers, recommend 
them with any products in your hand, it can be affiliate products as well.

List building is something that you cannot build in just a few months; it takes 
years to build a huge list, so you have to start as soon as possible. However, to 
build an email list, you will need to have the help of autoresponder, which you 
have to pay for it, but it is not that expensive. Don’t believe that an email list 
can bring you huge money? Let me show you an example here.

Just assume that you’ve got a list of 500 subscribers, and you never really 
bother about them. Then you decide to recommend them one of your affiliate 
products. This affiliate product will earn you $30 for each sale. And because 
you did not really bother about your subscribers, your conversion rate will be 
low, let’s say 1%. So if the email was sent, how much can you profit from it? 
The calculation will be:
